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SHORT FILM CAMP 2023 | Regulations

Entry Fee: None

Eligibility:

- Applicants must be a team of director and producer, who are citizens of Cambodia, Laos,
Myanmar or Thailand, or belong to a stateless community residing in these countries.

- Both team members must be aged 35 or under (born in 1988, or after).

- Applicants must be able to attend the full program in person. The program will be conducted in
English.

- The director must have made at least one short film, but not yet directed a feature film or series
before.

- Producers may apply with multiple projects, while directors may only apply with one project.

- We do not accept submissions that are student thesis projects.

- We do not accept documentary and animation projects.

Specific Terms and Conditions:

- The program will arrange and cover the accommodation and travel costs for participants to and
from their Southeast Asian country.

- Fourwinning teams will receive a grant of 5,000 USD and a post-production package at White
Light Post and Kantana Sound Studio to produce their short films. Specific terms and conditions
of the grant are outlined below.

- The grant will be disbursed in 2 parts:
« 5,000 USD upon submission of production schedule two months prior to principal
photography;
- White Light Post and Kantana Sound Studio package upon the end of principal
photography;
- The White Light Post and Kantana Sound Studio post-production package covers the
following items only:
- Image: White Light Post Production
- ProRes 4:2:2 & DCP Package (2K)
- 1-day colour correction in resolve theatre
- DCP Master w/English subtitles (Copy A) (not including DCP drive)
« QuickTime ProRes
- English subtitles spotting and spotting list (.srt)
- Post-production coordination service
- Sound: Kantana Sound Studio
- Sound Package
- Sound FX editing
- Foley service
- 1-2 day Final 5.1 sound mixing
- The post-production package does not include travel and accommodation costs
during the post-production period in Bangkok.
- The short film must be completed within 1year of the awarded grant (dated on contract).
- Upon completion of the short film, the recipients are obligated to submit the completed film
file (ProRes 422 HQ) to Purin Pictures.

- Two runner-up teams will receive complimentary invitations to Platform Busan to be held
during the Busan International Film Festival in October 2024. Specific terms and conditions of
the invitations are outlined below:

« Purin Pictures and Busan International Film Festival will jointly cover the accommodation
and travel costs for the attendees;
- The attendees will have to pay for their own meals and living expenses during Platform Busan.

- Definition:

- A motivation letter outlines the director’s and producer’s intention in making
the film. It can include details of directorial style, the production plan, and the team’s
goal in participating in the Short Film Camp.

. Link to the director’s previous short film refers to a password protected, secure
online link.

- The image of the short film project can be a photo you took or created yourself.
Please do not use copyrighted images.

Deadline:
- Submissions should be received no later than Wednesday, September 20, 2023. 23:59
(GMT 7},
- Incomplete or late submissions will not be considered.

Selected Projects:

- Shortlisted applicants are required to attend a 30-minute online interview prior to the final
selection.

- During the final selection process, the committee will select only one project from each
producer.

- Short Film Camp will notify applicants of the final selection in mid-October 2023.

- The 12 selected teams are required to attend online script meetings with their SFC mentors
prior to the physical event.

- Ownership of the short films produced with the Short Film Camp grant will belong solely to
the recipients.

- Recipients must indicate the support of the Short Film Camp, Purin Pictures, White Light
Post, Kantana Sound Studio, and other relevant sponsors in any subsequent project
materials, and display their logos in the completed short films.

SHORT FILM CAMP 2023 | FAQs

Q: Can | apply alone without a producer or a director?
A: No, all submissions must be made by a team of director and producer together.

Q: Can we apply if one of us is above the age of 35?
A: No, as this is a training program for young filmmakers, both director and producer must be aged
35 orunder (bornin 1988, or after).

Q: Can | apply if | am a new filmmaker?
A: As long as you have made at least one short film, you can apply.

Q: Can we apply with more than one project?
A: As there are fewer producers in the SEA film community, the producer may apply with multiple
projects but the director may only apply with one project.

Q: Can | submit my application in my native language?
A: No, we only accept applications in English.

Q: If my English is not good, can I still apply for the program?

A: While the SFC program is conducted in English and you must have a working knowledge of
English to attend, we do not expect or need the script and submission materials to be in perfect
English. We would place more importance on the storytelling skill.

Q: What font and spacing do | use for my script?

A: Scripts must be written in a standard script format with single spacing Helvetica 11-point when
written with word-processing software. Industry-standard screenwriting software (e.g. Final Draft,
Celtx) are also accepted. The script must not exceed 15 pages in length and must be written in
English. Please download the script sample shorturl.at/cfpDS.

Q: What costs do | need to pay to join the program?

A: There is no submission fee. If you are one of the selected teams, the program will cover the
accommodation and travel costs for participants to and from their Southeast Asian country. You will
have to pay for your own meals during the program.

Q:llive in Bangkok. Can | stay at home and commute to attend the program every morning?
A: As the Short Film Camp is an intensive program that takes up the full day, it is required that all
participants stay at the accommodation arranged by the program.

Q: What is the selection process?

A: There will be two rounds of selection. In the first round, applicants will be short-listed based on
the submitted application materials. The short-listed teams will be invited to an online interview.
The selected teams will be announced on Purin Pictures’ Facebook page.

Q: Will there be any film shooting during the program?

A: No, there will be no actual film production during the program. The program is designed for
participants to attend classes and work on strengthening their projects with the mentors. It will
culminate in a final pitch before a jury to determine the four winning teams.



Q:'What can | expect to gain by attending the Short Film Camp?

A: The Short Film Camp offers a valuable opportunity for young filmmakers to hone their skills,
connect with fellow filmmakers from the region, and gain exposure to the film industry. Four
winning teams will receive a funding of 5,000 USD in cash plus a post-production package to
produce their short film. Additionally, two runner-up teams will be awarded complimentary
invitations to Platform Busan to be held during Busan International Film Festival in October 2024.
